Simulated explosions with pyrotechnics add to
the realism of what some say to be the most im
pressive recreation of the pivotal moment of the|
twentieth century. In 2009 an Airborne/Inland

Battle for the Valley Bridge was added as part o
the program as well as an expanded ETO en
campment.
